
only up to the FEE-HELP limit, which is indexed each year 
(e.g. in 2010, the FEE-HELP limit is $85,062).  
A loan fee of 20% (as at 2010) is charged by the 
Commonwealth Government. The loan fee is also repaid 
through the Australian Taxation System (e.g. if your Tuition 
Fee is $1,000, the loan fee is $200).

Who can apply for FEE-HELP?
If you are an Australian citizen or Permanent 
Humanitarian Visa holder, you may be eligible for 
Commonwealth assistance through FEE-HELP. FEE-HELP 
is not available for international students, New Zealand 
citizens, all permanent residents, temporary or  
provisional visa holders.

What does FEE-HELP apply to?
FEE-HELP applies only to CIT degree subjects. In 2011, 
this applies for all years in:
